Frequently referred to as the Blue Mosque, its 470-foot minarets are the
world's tallest.

Visit the Thean Hou Temple. This striking, six-tiered temple is regarded as one of the biggest
Chinese temples in Southeast Asia, and is home to the patron Goddess Thean Hou of the
Hainanese community. Stop for photos at the National Monument, designed by acclaimed
sculptor Felix De Weldon, this 50-foot-tall bronze monument was constructed in 1966.

Another picturesque stop is the Sri Kandaswamy Kovil Hindu Temple. This huge temple is one of
the most prominent Sri Lankan or Ceylonese Tamil temples in Malaysia, and has become a
popular tourist attraction in Kuala Lumpur. The temple architecture is believed to have been
inspired by the Nallur Kandaswamy Temple in Jaffna, Sri Lanka.

During another photo stop at Independence Square, you will see the 328-foot flagpole marking
the spot where the Malaysian flag was hoisted on August 31, 1957 to commemorate the
country's independence from British rule.
